To nominate your field
or facility, fill out and follow the directions on the attached entry form and mail to CSFMA headaquarters by the final
Friday of October. Each Sports Field of the Year recipient will receive (I) CSFMA Membership (effective Jan.1 of the
following year), (1) Sports Field Management Association (SFMA) Conference registration and (1) Rocky Mountain
Region Turfgrass Association (RMRTA) Conference registration (travel and accommodations not included).
